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Timetable
We leave it up to you to make the most of your time here by arranging to join Ward Rounds and have tutorials. Please see lead doctors regarding Ward rounds and arrange tutorials at the tutor’s convenience.   Generally we expect students to attend at least one ward round at HTD each day. It may be possible to visit other specialist hospitals by arrangement. We encourage you to get to know some of the Vietnamese junior doctors, who often have good English. They may take you on the wards and on-call with them and previous students have found these interactions very rewarding.  You can then fill the rest of your day attending academic meetings, one on one tutorials, literature reviews and, occasionally with some lab experience. If you would like to give some English language teaching in your spare time we are always grateful!
If your University or Medical School has specific requirements for your elective please let us know in advance, and we will do our best to help you fulfill these.
